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The Check Engine light comes on in my car, and fuck me if 
I have $100 to give away to Eastside Automotive & Repair 
just to have them tell me my gas cap isn’t screwed on tight 

enough. So I do what all daughters of kus-
tomizers do: I stick my tail between my 
legs and give my daddy a call. He says, 
“Come on over, doll.” Ten garage 
cats run around smelling like 
piss, rubbing their oil-streaked 
funky fur against my leg. Daddy 
hooks an ancient laptop up to my 
car and tells me that some pump 
is broken while quoting the surfer 
turtle from Finding Nemo and bitch-
ing about foreign cars. 

Daddy is a mechanic, kustomizer, 
and an ex-drag racer currently housing 
about four half-built cars, three various 
barely running vintage automobiles, and a 
couple of hopped-up hot rods. He’s sported a mullet 
pretty much his whole life, even into its early skullet transformation. 
One of my favorite early childhood memories are of long family 
drives in his kustomized-and-flamed ’56 Chevy, burning rubber 
down Kamehameha Highway (the same highway I would really set 
fire to 15 years later), the wind blowing through all of our mullets. 

Cars taste like warm Coke to me. I am not exactly my father’s 
daughter. Growing up, I was like the hybrid rebelling against a 
monster truck; he’s got the crunching power. Daddy often razzes me 
to this day for not changing my own oil or doing simple car chores 
myself. You guessed it—cars never appealed to me because they 
appealed to him so much. To put it nicely, daddy was rough, so a 
timid respect for kustomizers and the kustom kulture was bred in my 

guts since I was a suckling ankle-biter. 
So here is my take on some of kustom kulture. The 
culture is not static, and my take is rooted in the experi-
ences of growing up with a late, rough, eccentric, and 

tal- ented kustomizer and his friends (cats I can’t talk about).   
Kustom kulture is a phrase that has worn many robes throughout the 

years following WWII. The one similarity between all faces of kustom 
kulture seems to be the customized hot rod. Recently, kustom kulture 

is hooked on everything from lowbrow art to psychobilly rock to 
classy pinup girls. Although its definition seems a bit unstable, 

one thing’s for sure—kustom kulture is pure Americana. 
Kustoms themselves are mostly cars from the 1950s 

to 60s that have been dressed to the styles of the 
time. Some cats have theorized that the rise 

of the kustom originated mostly from 
Southern California, where the 

boys returned from WWII 
with some spending cash, a 

new sense of empowerment, 
an antisocial attitude, and a yearning for the 

free road. Kustom is often used today when describing all the differ-
ent types of modified vintage cars, including the hot rod, the rat rod, 
and the muscle car. Usually, hot rods are cars from the time period 
during and after WWII. They are a sort of symbol of a free youth, 
an arena for purely American creativity. The rat rod is like the tradi-

tional hot rod’s scary skeleton cousin. They appear unfinished and 
unsafe and are the spine of a car; just enough metal to be 
driven. Rat rods are often missing fenders, hoods, running 

boards, and bumpers. Around 1960 came the insur-
gence of muscle cars such as the Ford Mustang. 
The muscle car was the American automobile 
manufacturer’s response to the largely ignored 

hot-rod phenomenon. The rise of the muscle car 
is often linked to the story of the true kustom era, 

although the culture still parties it up today. 
The “Ks” are often accredited to kustomizer George Barris, who 

styles himself King of the Kustomizers. George’s kustom is usually a 
two-door sedan with lowered suspension, chopped rooflines, and 

wicked paint jobs. Fortunately, cars aren’t the only thing that 
make up kustom kulture. The once rocketing popularity of Ed 
Roth’s Rat Fink (which is said to be created out of his hatred 
for Mickey Mouse) and much of the great Von Dutch’s work 
seems to be why lowbrow art is closely linked to kustom 
kulture. Rockabilly, surf, and psychobilly music were also on 
the rise during the kustom’s prime, and they still hold hands 
with kustoms to this day. And let’s not forget the hot chicks. 
We all know hot rods are total babe magnets. What would 
kustom kulture be without a hot pinup rubbing her saucy body 

all over a greasy machine? There’s nothing that razzes the ber-
ries more than backseat bingo in a vintage car. The art and the 

dames alone are enough to put you and me on Cloud 9, no mat-
ter what Big Daddy is spouting.

Well, that’s it for me, my friends. I’ll actually be making it out to Portland 
this month to join in the chaos at The Anniversary Party on the 26th, so until 
then, enjoy the heat!
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Having DJ’d at strip clubs for three years, I’m 
finally starting to get a feel for the industry. 
Aside from being morally and economically 

corrupt, the strip-club scene is home to plenty of tragedy and 
despair. However, much of this isn’t seen, but rather heard. 
Here I explore the essential but often unknown elements of 
strip-club music, the purpose it serves, and what you, the cus-
tomer, can do to help.

DJs usually carry around 80 gigs of music, or 15,000 
songs. Feel free to choose among all of them.
“Motley who?” That’s my response to the asshole holding a twenty 
spot and requesting “Girls Girls Girls.” We strip-club DJs spend 
day and night getting yelled at by dancers for not playing enough 
50 Cent or Marilyn Manson. We are glad to take customer 
requests, because it allows us to blame offbeat music choices on 
the customer, and strippers are somehow cooler with this than 
when we select random/bizarre music on our own. Tell me, then, 
why the fuck would you waste good money on requesting a song 
that the dancer will like? Dude, you’ve got twenty on it, so use it! 
Spin some GG Allin or request 
Inna Gadda Da Vida before hand-
ing the DJ a Bud and telling him 
to take a break. But for the love 
of Lemmy, don’t waste another 
twenty bucks on “This is Why I’m 
Hot.”

Unless you don’t hear it five 
times a day in shopping malls 
and drive-throughs, it’s not 
“your song.”
“Crazy Bitch” by Buckcherry. 
“Cherry Pie” by ICP. “Fuck Her 
Gently” by Tenacious D. These are 
all highly innovative and humor-
ous songs until you hear drunk 
frat boys scream “Zanzibar!” 
for the fourth time in one night. 
Although, as one dancer insists, 
“Crazy Bitch” is, “like, totally my 
song cause I’m such a craaaazy 
bitch,” find me one stripper who 
isn’t a crazy bitch, and I’ll pay 
for the ice-skate rentals in hell. 
When a dancer requests Lion’s 
“Transformers Theme,” then we’ll talk about setting up a folder 
for “her” songs on my laptop. 

There is music that was recorded before 1992, some of 
which never appeared on BET.
As I was introducing myself to a new dancer the other day while 
working at a club that, according to management, intends to 
“steer away from a strictly urban environment” (cough, cough), 
I met Starlight (not her real fake name). Starlight informed me 
that she likes “all kinds of music,” and I quote, “I like everything. 
Hip-hop and R&B.” Wow. What diversity. Another stripper 
named Natasha informed me that she likes “old-school stuff, like 
Manson’s Antichrist album, or the first Metallica album, Load.” 
I’m a twenty-seven-year-old music geek. When a fifty-year-old 
meth addict makes me feel old, it’s time for a reality check. 

Dancers are at “work” (noun: energy expend-
ed in an attempt to achieve an economic end). 
Customers employ dancers.

Why aren’t the indie rockers tipping you out for dancing to T 
Pain? Why aren’t the brothers getting to the rack when you 
request Toby Keith at full volume? After several seconds of 
extremely basic research, one can find the answer to the phe-
nomenon known as “tipping.” See, customers are prepared to pay 
“money” for a “show” given to them by a “dancer.” These “shows” 
range from three to four minutes, a perfect amount of time in 
which to play a “song.” “Songs,” which are played during “shows,” 
are either appreciated or not appreciated by “customers.” 
Therefore, playing a “song” that the “customer” likes results in 
“tips,” and this makes “rational sense.” I’ve lost the point, haven’t 
I? You dancers aren’t getting this, are you? Sigh...too complex. On 
to the next point.

“Dancers” are expected to “dance” to the music that the 
DJ plays.
This seemingly obvious fact tends to be coupled with an extreme-
ly paradoxical phenomenon. Take, for instance, the following 
example: “Look, mister DJ, if there aren’t customers at my rack, 

I’m not dancing to this shit!” When 
there’s no customers at your rack, 
you’re not dancing. If a stripper is 
sitting on the edge of the stage eat-
ing chicken strips and arguing with 
their boyfriend on the phone, what 
does it matter if Slayer is coming 
out of the speakers? Even when 
there’s one or two customers at the 
rack, dancers usually just sit there, 
hustling a private dance. By the 
time a full rack is expecting a show, 
one of the customers has most likely 
requested a song that the dancer 
“can’t dance to.” Enter the manda-
tory yelling-from-stage-about-the-
music, at which point the guys in 
Skinny Puppy shirts get up from 
the rack and leave. By the time the 
bitchy dancer gets her way, the rack 
is empty again. “Where is the Love” 
pumps out of the stereo, while cus-
tomers wait patiently at the bar for 
the next girl. Amazing.

Most songs use a four-beat pat-
tern. If you can dance to Ice Cube, you can dance 
to Sublime.
Kick, snare, repeat. Got that? When a dancer says that she “can’t 
dance” to a song, she’s basically saying, “Hey, it’s been too long 
since I’ve made an impossible request.” Even if offered a cash prize, 
I couldn’t begin to tell you the compositional difference between 
“Shake That Ass,” “Ass Like That,” and “Back That Ass Up.” Yet, I 
have yet to get away with that three-song set without a complaint 
from the dancer. Worst of all, this phenomenon results in apolo-
getic customers. “Hey man, I’d love to hear Atmosphere, but I don’t 
know if Destiny will like it.” Fuck Destiny! Destiny spends all day 
in her comfort zone, and Atmosphere is the best thing to happen to 
her set since drink specials. Personally, I get what I want from my 
money. My buddies and I will tip no less than five dollars a song, 
but the girl is shaking her ass to GBH. If she can’t seem to find the 
cadence, she loses money. Simple as that.
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It’s that time again for ya boy to let you know 
the deal on whatz crackin’ around the town. 
In this month’s column I had the chance to 

interview Naomi of the Flawless Ladies Promotion 
Company, and they are definitely making some 
moves!

His free and easygoing demeanor sets 
everybody around him at ease. Rob is everywhere, and 

I am not sure how he pulls it off, but I am happy that he does. 
Seattle needs more Daddy-Os like Rob. He’s a disc in the spine 
of the underground scene and is constantly keeping it lubri-
cated with his hot photography of saucy babes and steaming 
rock stars. On any given night, you can see him around town 
at almost any type of event, capturing the spark of Seattle’s 
underground while still maintaining a day job! 

What got you into photography? 
I’ve been taking pictures for 10 years now. Professionally, 100 percent of 
my income is from photography. It still amazes me that I make my living off 
of taking pictures. My dad will never understand what I do. “So you take 
pictures—(pause)—you get paid for that?” It’s ironic that my passion for pho-
tography came from him. He had an old Argus brick camera and flashbulbs. 
He always shot slide film, and he would put on slide shows for family and 
friends that were never boring. He was famous around the neighborhood for 
always capturing the ladies as they were bending over. My dad’s a pervert! 
Like father, like son. 

What’s your style? 
I have been known for some time now as “the Hot Rod Pin-Up Photographer.” 
It’s a style that I did not set out to create, but one that just sort of happened. 
People would see my work and would want similar pin-up shots. I was buying 
books with art, drawings, cartoons, and some vintage 1950s magazines for 
ideas and to emulate. I have always been into 50s music, culture, cars and 
fashion, so this style comes natural. 

What about photography puts you on Cloud 9? 
The girls! It’s awesome that girls want to pose in front of me partially nude 
for pictures. It’s the American dream, right? Hey, why not be honest about it? 
I also love art, and this is my form of creativity. It is a challenge and thus a 
rush to collaborate with others while making great images.

I have found that 
working on bigger productions can be very complicated but highly rewarding, 
too.

Pin-up work just seems to be what people 
remember me by. I have done a lot of fetish work. I seem to have a lot more 
connections in the greaser community, so I have a huge list of cars, props, 
and people to work with at a moment’s notice. I also do anything I get paid to 
do: head shots, band promo photos, live events, products for advertising, to 
list a few. You name it, I’ve probably shot it. 

Do you have any photo shoot stories to tickle our fancy? 
Aside from the normal day-to-day hilarity? I’ve fallen backwards over an elec-
tric fence onto my ass during a shoot. I’ve been chased out of the Museum of 

Flight while shooting a model with a fake bomb. I’ve almost 
had my model arrested at the Seattle Center for indecent 
exposure. There always seem to be cops lurking around dur-
ing my night-time hot-rod shoots getting a good view of the 
models in lingerie as they pretend to be curious about the 
cars in the shoot. Yeah, Officer Peterson, I saw you watching 
my model undress next to my car! 

What do you run on, Jolt Cola? 
I get asked this most often. If you keep up with me on my 
LiveJournal or my MySpace and Yahoo! group page, you know 
that I run on very little sleep quite often, which can lead to embar-
rassing moments with my models. I start thinking that they don’t 
want to work with me if I don’t get an immediate response from them. They 
are not machines like me. They need rest, time for themselves, and time for 
their lives aside from my constant photo wants and needs. I do run on adrena-
line, lust for my art, fast-paced music, and lots of Jack Daniels. 

Are you really a porn star? 
All I can say is, thank God the market is so flooded with porn movies. The 
chance anybody will find one with me in it is very, very slim! But if by chance 
you do, ummm, care to give it a review and send me your thoughts on how it 
made you feel? Go ahead and be graphic. 

You just tell me where to find it, mister, and you’re on. 

In his spare time (how does he have spare time?) Rob is build-
ing his own pin-up studio and getting his 1950 Ford hot rod 
ready for a car show. Right now, Rob is working on finishing 
up the Sockit Wenches Roller Derby fundraising calendar. He 
is also a co-creator of the classic pin-up art and 
photo show called “Hot Damn! The Classic Pin-
up Art and Photo Show.” You can see his work 
on Saturday, August 4th at Ravens Galleria 
Erotica.
