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P
ublishing a magazine 
month after month is 
not an easy thing to do. 
Aside from the obvious 

challenges and pitfalls, one of 
the more difficult obstacles 
is surviving your co-workers. 
Between the 8 years spent 
at Exotic in Portland and 
Underground in Seattle, I’ve 
seen a lot of faces come and 
go; several come back again, 
only to leave once more.  

Last month, perhaps 
the most unpleasant, hate-
filled, racially-unbalanced, 
misogynistic, foul-mouthed 
contributor we’ve ever 
published in these pages just 
cashed out for the last time. 

I’m not going to say his 
name. This guy is so in love 
with himself that he rates 
his superiority to the rest 
of the world based on how 
many hits his name gets on 
a Google search. If I were 
to publish this man-bitches 
name in print, it would be 
one more feather in his silly 
little cap. So instead, we shall 
refer to him as Choad. (Those 
of you faithful readers out 

there know exactly who in 
the fuck I’m talking about, 
so please, help out the other 
kids who might have been 
fortunate enough not to 
know of him.)

In other situations such 
as these, when a contributor 
goes rogue, the surviving 
staff members rally together 
to stone the fallen individual 
with abusive articles exposing 
dark secrets, such as prison 
records, tax issues, criminal 
charges, drug abuse or 
disturbing tales of adultery 
and deceit.

2.	 Anything bad 
you say about Choad 
will not only bounce off 
him but simply make his 
ridiculously enormous 
ego swell even larger. The 
days of enabling someone 
who has benefited from 
glorifying subjects such as 
rape, racism and abuse are 

behind me. 
What led to Underground 

and Exotic cutting Choad’s 
cord? Did he sneak another 
line into an editorial (after it 
had been proofed) that nearly 
cost us half our advertisers? 
No. Did we receive more 
threats from religious 
groups, political parties, 
the NAACP, sex positive 
activists, the Skinheads 
Against Racial Prejudice or 
women’s liberation advocates 
demanding his banishment? 
No, that wasn’t it either. Was 
it the brain tumor that he 
had removed from his skull 
early last month? I would like 
to say no, but the fact of the 
matter is, when the tumor 
was removed they apparently 
took the one part of his brain 
that cloaked the fact that 
Choad was nothing more 
than a fancy talking asshole. 
For the most part, Choad 
liked to write about two 
things: his superiority and 
his cock, with the superiority 
of his cock coming in a close 
third. Both of these subjects 
were extremely boring in my 
opinion. Maybe they were 
cute the first two or three 
times, but continuously 
ranting about one’s 
sexual organ is all mental 
masturbation. Were it not 
for the cult following he had 
acquired from his legal battles 
in publishing and eventual 
incarceration, I’m sure we all 
would have gotten tired of 
him a lot sooner. Publisher 
Frank Faillace hired Choad 
straight out of a federal 
penitentiary at Exotic back in 
2001 to help him out with 
the terms of his probation.

• Let the record show that 
my penis is far, far better 
than yours. Blame God 
Almighty if you have a 
problem with any of this.

gave me. God is the only 
man I’d have sex with, 
besides myself. 

• My penis grows like a 
proud cornstalk, reaching 
toward the sun. My balls 
hang low enough that I 
could stumble on them. 
Those balls drop like 
mangoes from de mango 
tree. My sperm are so big 
and healthy, you can see 
the little tadpoles with the 
naked eye. My loins belch 
forth semen like so much 
pollen. I run naked through 
the cornfields, eagerly 
distributing my cum as 
if it were free detergent 
samples. I would like to 
jauntily ram my penis 
inside every woman except 
the very old, the lame, and 
most of the infirm. 

• I can tell you that I don’t 
believe in equality, which 
is a silly myth constructed 
by the overlords in order to 
keep the underlings happy.

Now just in case you still 
don’t have a clear picture 
of where we’re going with 
this, allow me to use Choad’s 
primary resource for self-
importance.

• Place something good in 
front of me, and I'll smash 
it to pieces.
• Now I know why 
women have a hole 
between their legs. 
That's where they hide 
all their problems.
• If I cared about 
what you thought, 
I’d be writing for 
National Geographic 
or something.
So there you have 

it. Make up your own 
mind. Choad was a 
very complex individ-
ual to work with. Is he 

the godlike superior master 
of eloquent literature with 
the platinum cock that he 
claims to be? Or just some 
insecure asshole with a chip 
on his shoulder and a penis-
loving sex addiction enabled 
by Viagra? There’s really no 
point in apologizing for any 
of this as our readers often 
desire the edgy, off color and 
satirical content that Choad 
was often responsible for. 
But he’s not the only ego-
maniac out there that knows 
how to put pen to paper. 
To say he won’t be missed 
would be a lie. There were 
a few moments that I will 
always look back on with a 
smile on my face and many 
that will make me wonder 
what the fuck I was think-
ing by aligning with him.

Choad. Best of luck to your 
newborn child, he’s gonna 
need it.

The all new Choad mask in stores now!!!
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Time	 Magazine recently compared 
rapper Lil’ Wayne to Bob Dylan, 
arguing that Wayne’s voice is “like 
Redd Foxx covering Bob Dylan” 

and asserts that Lil’ Wayne’s creativity is 
comparable to that of Dylan’s. The article 
continues, stating “Wayne claims his rhymes 
are stream of consciousness, but even if they 
aren’t, they sound as though they’re hitting 
the air for the first time, unfolding with 
an electricity that’s—forbid the sacrilege—
Dylanesque.” Concluding, Time	 Magazine
calls Wayne “the best rapper alive.”

If you’re not already punching a brick 
wall in anger, you should be. If any defense 
was ever necessary for a potential music 
columnist murder trial, there are several 
aspects of this article that could be submitted 
as evidence. Therefore, I will be conducting 
the Time	 Magazine-Wayne-Dylan acid test 
using three simple chemicals: immediate 
social relevance, long-term cultural impact 
and musical talent. Hopefully, I will learn 
the error of my ways and come to grips with 
the genius that is Time	Magazine’s Arts and 
Culture department.

In 1976, the end of the Vietnam war 
was either inevitably concluded or destined 
to continue forever, depending on who 
you asked.

Moving on from social relevance into 
long-term cultural impact, let’s examine one 
of the most covered songs of all time, Bob 
Dylan’s “Knockin’ on Heaven’s Door”:

Mamma put my guns in the ground
I can’t use them anymore

That cold black cloud is coming down 
Feels like I’m knocking on heaven’s door

This two-line summary of the internal 
battle between the destructive nature of man 
and humanistic morality still rings true to this 
day and will continue to throughout time. 
Different people will see the song differently

Logically, it will most likely 
take our culture years to catch 
up with Wayne’s vernacular. How 
exactly does one “go clack?” Is a 
“black hoe pimp” a person who 

pimps black hoes or is it a black pimp that 
clacks hoes of any color? These and other 
questions will be left for future generations.

Okay, so we have a tie. Wayne and Dylan’s 
lyrics are relevant both immediately and over 
a long period of time. Musical talent will serve 
as the final determining factor. Let’s ignore 
the fact that the editor of Time	 Magazine

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T
his is a topic I’ve always 
wanted to cover but shied 
away from for several 
reasons.  For one, asking 

me to write about the benefits 
of an open relationship is like 
asking a psychiatrist her opinion 
on prescriptions drugs—it’s 
going to be a little biased.  
Then there’s my secret fear 
that everyone reading this will 
assume that the points made 
are MY points, and whether 
or not they are, I don’t want 
the general public to know (or 
assume) that much about me 
or my relationship.  The biggest 
reason I’ve been hesitant to 
write this piece, however, is 
because the 
term “open 
relationship” 
covers such 
a huge 
gamut of 
relationship 
styles, with 
as many 
nuances as 
there are 
couples, 
that it would be presumptuous 
to assume MY pros are other 
people’s pros and vice versa.  
Simply put—I’m no 
expert.  With this 
in mind, I decided 
to incorporate 
the opinions of 
several couples 
I know that have 
maintained successful open 
relationships now or in the past.  
The most important thing to 
realize is that all relationships 
are different, whether you’re 
open or not.

PRO: Duh,	you	get	to	fuck	
other	people.
How many times have you 
been out with your partner and 
you catch eyes with a stranger 
across the bar?  In monogamous 
relationships, whether you talk 
about it or not, the possibilities 
of that experience are off limits 
to you.  There will be no flirting, 
no bathroom quickies, and no 
long make-out sessions in the car.  
It may even be torturous if you 
see this person on a regular basis. 
With open relationships, you 
have the freedom to pursue that 
stranger, or anyone else you are 
dying to see without their clothes 
on, and you don’t have to lie to 
the person you love about it. 

CON:	Your	partner	gets	to	
fuck	other	people!

Even if you are completely 
sexually compatible with your 
partner, sometimes there are 
things you just don’t want to do 
with them, or they with you.  I 
spoke with one couple where 
the woman is into BDSM and 
the man just doesn’t want to go 
there.  This is where an open 
relationship is ideal, because the

relationship 
with her 

partner.  
And let’s 

face it, sometimes you just like 
doing certain things with certain 
people, and the diversity of a few 
different people can add up to 
one perfect blend. 

CON: Do	I	measure	up?
A difficult aspect of getting 
fulfillment outside of your 
relationship is maintaining 
your sense of security.  If your 
partner tells you he got the 
best blowjob ever, you have to 
wonder, “Was it better than 
MINE?”  Or if your partner 
talks about something really 
kinky they did, should you 
wonder if they want YOU to 
do that too?  This is another 
area where honesty and 
communication are extremely 
important. 

PRO:  True	freedom
I remember throughout a lot of 
my monogamous relationships, I 

often felt this underlying 
suspicion that 
my partner 
didn’t truly 
know me.  
I felt, how 
could this 
person know 
me if I have 
restrictions 
on what 
I can and 
cannot do?  
If the only 
reason I’m 
not accepting 
this guy’s 
phone 

number at the 
bar is because my 
boyfriend wouldn’t 
like it, am I really 
being myself?  In 
open relationships, 
you can be confident 
that you are truly 
being yourself and 
getting the real 
version of your 
partner. 

CON:  Fear	of	loss
This is the biggest 
question I am 
asked about my 
relationship.  “How 
do you know he 
won’t find someone 
better than you and 
leave you for that 
person?”  I won’t lie, 
this is a very valid 
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fear, but what it boils down to is 
that monogamy doesn’t protect 
you from this either.  How many 
relationships do you know that 
have ended in cheating?  The fact 
is, desirable people exist whether 
you’re in a relationship or not and 
there’s no logical reason why your 
partner would leave you to be 
with someone you already allow 
them to be with.  

This said, the fact remains that 
being open does increase the 
odds that your partner will find 
someone they want to be with 
more than you.

You know 
that giddy feeling 
you get when you 
meet someone you 
like, or get their 
number, or have 
a great date with 
them?  That feeling 
of being 16 again?  
People in open 
relationships get 
to experience that 
(if they’re lucky) 
on a more regular 
basis, and being 
with someone who 
is glowing from it 
can bring a new 
level of excitement 
into your own 
relationship.  Plus, 
sometimes knowing 
your partner just 
fucked the hell out 
of someone can be 
such a turn on; you 
can use the details 
as foreplay.     

CON:  N.R.E.
While the new relationship 
energy can be really hot pillow 
talk, it can also be really hard to 
handle, especially if you’ve been 
with your partner for a long time.  
New relationships come with an 
excitement and a passion that 
can be lost over time (although 
replaced with something far more 
fulfilling) and it can be scary 
to see your partner giddy over 
someone else. 

PRO:  Wing	man
There is a delicate balance when 
it comes to flirting with someone 
when your partner is around.  It’s 
a strange feeling thinking you 
might be “cock blocking” your 
partner, but sometimes this can 
be used to your advantage.  It’s 
especially good if you both find 
the person attractive and can 
play off one another.  Sometimes 
telling someone that it’s perfectly 
ok that your partner is flirting 
with them can set a mood, and 
the excitement of it can pique the 
person’s interest.  

CON:  No	boundaries
This is one of the harder things 
I’ve had to deal with in my 
relationship:  Remembering 

that not everyone is open.  
Sometimes if I meet someone 
in a relationship, it doesn’t even 
occur to me that it’s not ok to 
flirt with them.  Because it’s 
so second nature to have the 
freedom to pursue people, it’s 
hard sometimes to comprehend 
restrictions and boundaries.  This 
is even harder when someone 
you’ve been dating suddenly gets 
into a monogamous relationship.  
This can cause a lot of jealousy 
among that person’s new partner, 
and accusations can fly.

PRO:  Chatty	Cathy
One thing that almost all people 
in open relationships love to do 
is talk with other poly people 
about their relationships.  There 
is a territory there that still seems 
uncharted, something interesting 
and mind-boggling to talk about.  
There are so many different levels 
of openness and different rules 
that each couple follows and 
talking about it with other people 
can bring a fresh perspective.  

CON:  People	just	don’t	get	it.
This is another one of the hardest 
things about open relationships—
dealing with other people.  A 
lot of people can’t wrap their 
brains around the idea of sharing 
someone they love, and they 
often don’t take your relationship 
seriously.  They assume that being 
open is just a glorified version of 
cheating on your partner. People 
are sometimes highly offended 
by open relationships, as though 
it affects them personally.  One 
of the hardest things to do is tell 
someone you’re flirting with that 
you have a boyfriend/ girlfriend 
(or both).  Women in open 
relationships are often called 
whores and sluts, and men are 
called liars and cheaters.  

PRO:  The	people	who	DO	
get	it.
There are many people who 
have lived their whole adult lives 
feeling a nagging sensation that 
something was missing from 
all their relationships. Often 
times, people find the answer to 
that nagging question in open 
relationships.  This often starts 
when someone joins a couple, 
or hooks up with someone in an 
open relationship, and suddenly 
their eyes are opened.  This can 
start a chain reaction of openness 

in relationships that is glorious 
to behold.      

CON:  You	don’t	like	your	
partner’s	choices—AKA:	The	list.
This is a topic where a lot of the 
couples I spoke with disagreed.  
Some people aren’t comfortable 
with their partner seeing certain 
people, like ex’s or people they 
don’t approve of.  This often 
leads to a “list” of “people you 
can’t fuck.”  Some couples feel 
that having a list defeats the 
purpose in a lot of ways, as it 
puts restrictions on your freedom.  
Still, bringing unhealthy people 
into your relationship can be 
detrimental, and trusting your 
partner to make that choice is 
sometimes the best you can do. 

PRO:  Being	there
Broken hearts or wounded egos 
often go hand in hand with 
dating.  Sometimes you have to 
watch your partner’s relationships 
with others fail, and while it’s 
not easy, being able to be the 
person they call on for emotional 
support can be gratifying.  This is 
the same as being excited for the 
person when they get that girl’s 
number, or bring home flowers 
from a date.  There is always, 
ALWAYS the underlying feeling 
of gratitude to your partner 
for being able to handle these 
moments, good or bad.

CON:  Told	ya	so
It seems truly successful open 
relationships are so few and far 
between, we’re all holding our 
breath waiting for the next one to 
fail.  As soon as it does, everyone 
says, “See?  Open relationships 
don’t work!”  One thing to point 
out here is that open relationships 
are highly scrutinized.  They are 
on the chopping block, so when 
they end, people find it easy to 
blame the open status.  In all 
actuality, many monogamous 
relationships end because of 
reasons that an open relationship 
would have solved (cheating, lack 
of trust, etc.).

Open relationships aren’t for 
everyone.  In fact, it takes a 
certain type to be successful at 
them.  Whether you’re wondering 
if you should pursue an open 
relationship yourself or simply 
trying to understand them better, 
hopefully these points can shed a 
little light on the topic.

Several years ago, there was a 
Saturday Night Live skit where a man 
wished upon a genie lamp for “two real 
lesbians” to appear in his living room.  
The genie granted his wish, and two 
robust women in their mid-thirties 
with mullets and leather vests landed 
in his room, where they proceeded 
to make sweet love to one another 
upon a white bearskin rug.  It was the 

perfect illustration 
of the point I’m 
making here.  Girls 
liking girls are only 

accepted in certain 
doses.  Isn’t that what “in the closet” is all about?  How 

many of these imposter bi-girls are really raging lesbians 
just taking what they can get away with?  

The final possibility is maybe they are being honest, and they 
really do just like making out with girls.  After all, women are soft and 
delicate; there’s something wicked hot about making out with another 
girl, and frankly, sometimes just the fact that it’s a woman makes it feel 
that much better.

Scherner demonstrating a Standing Headlock Escape to an 
Armbar. Although the Standing Headlock can be very uncomfort-

able, it is not a very effective 
attack. It is, however, a common 
attack in the street, so a good 
counter should be known. 

Frame 1…Troy grabs Fabiano 
in the Standing Headlock. He 
has his left arm wrapped around 
Fabiano’s neck and is putting 
weight on his right shoulder 
and head, in order to control 
Fabiano or take him down.

Frame 2…Fabiano controls 
Troy’s left wrist with his left 
hand (pinning it to his chest) 
and reaches to the back of Troy’s 
right shoulder with his right 
hand. Fabiano then blocks out 
Troy’s right heel with his right 
instep.  This prevents Troy 
from basing his leg out when 
Fabiano takes him down. Next, 
Fabiano pulls down on Troy’s 
right shoulder and sits down 
to his right. Troy is unable to 
stop the takedown because he is 
attached to Fabiano’s pumpkin-
like head and is unable to move 
his right foot.

Inset A…Note the position-
ing of Fabiano’s foot. His 
right instep is catching Troy’s 
right heel.

Frame 3…As Troy falls to 
the mat, Fabiano switches his 
hips to his right and comes to 
his knees to establish a Side-
Control position. Fabiano 
maintains tight grips with his 
hands and puts weighted pres-
sure on Troy’s body.

Frame 4…Fabiano slides 
his right forearm across Troy’s 
neck and presses his elbow 
to the mat. This pressure on 
Troy’s neck weakens his grip 
on Fabiano’s head and opens 
up Troy’s shoulder. At the same 
time and keeping his hips low 
to the ground, Fabiano steps his 
right leg up and plants his right 
foot next to Troy’s head. 

Frame 5…Maintaining 
the pressure on Troy’s neck, 
Fabiano straightens his body 

up and tightly controls Troy’s left elbow with his left hand, stapling 
Troy’s arm to his chest.

Frame 6…Maintaining the position in Frame 5, Fabiano slides 
his left hand up to Troy’s left wrist. This wrist control is a key ele-
ment of setting up the Armbar.

Frame 7…Fabiano now steps 
his right foot in front of Troy’s 
face, pinching the head between 
his right calf and thigh. Note 
how Fabiano keeps his hips 
low on Troy’s shoulder so Troy 
is unable to free his left arm. 
Fabiano also controls Troy’s 
right arm so he is unable to use 
it for a defense or escape.

Frame 8…Fabiano drives his 
left shin into Troy’s left ribcage 
and armpit and pinches his knees 
together. Fabiano then sits onto 
the mat and leans back. As he 
leans back, Fabiano maintains his 
grip on Troy’s left wrist and slides 
his right hand from Troy’s right 
arm into his left armpit, in order 
to keep the arm tightly locked 
into place.

Frame 9…To finish the Armbar, 
Fabiano slides his right hand up 
Troy’s left arm until he is gripping 
Troy’s left arm with both hands 
at Troy’s wrist. Keeping his knees 
tightly pinched, his legs pressing 
Troy’s face to the mat, and rais-
ing his hips to the sky, Fabiano 
explodes Troy’s elbow joint.
