Don’t be fooled by the instructional label, this movie still provides a little kink throughout. After all, Nina has to reward her obedient volun-
teer somehow. It also ends with a full-on porn scene showing us Nina’s lesson at work. With sound advice and helpful question-and-answer 
sessions, you don’t want to miss out on this lesson in obedience.

Nina Hartley’s Guide to Spanking
Everyone needs a good spanking every now and then, and Nina Hartley shows you just how to deliver. In this volume Nina introduces 

viewers to the fine art of spanking, demonstrating safe and effective techniques designed to spice your sexual experience. As the box puts 
it, “Sometimes the nice need to be naughty!”  Nina reminds us, “No one can tell you and your partner what is or is not okay, that is up to 
you.”

Whether you “go under the hood” or 
decide you’re better at “working with wood,” Nina Hartley and her sexy friends show you how. Giving or getting, this flick will answer all 
your questions (from the physiology of sex organs to the nitty-gritty of going down).

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It’s the Eighties Again
Welcome to the latest edition of Aural Stimulation 1.0, Exotic 

Magazine’s newest and oldest music-that-matters editorial! In 
recent months, many of you may have noticed a resurgence of 
eight-bit video game arcades geared toward neon-clad hipsters 
who flock to dance the robot to whatever DJ is spinning MIA that 
night. It’s the motherfucking 80s again! However, it has been of 
great disappointment that the glam rock movement hasn’t made 
the same comeback that colorful outfits and coke binges have... 
until now. I present to you this month, not one but two bands that 
pay homage to the glam that was. Both of which have more talent 
in their left testicle than the entire bargain bin at Sam Goody.

The Party Death
I fucking hate it when my editor assigns me bands to review. 

It is not uncommon in the music industry for back scratching to 
occur, especially when it is mutually beneficial to two parties 
(for example, a concert venue and a writer working for a maga-
zine in which the venue advertises). There is always the poten-
tial threat of writing a bad (honest) review of a less-than-stellar 
(horrible) band (flavor-of-the-minute commodity). Therefore, it 
should come as no surprise that I had to re-swallow my morning 
breakfast of Xanax and Guinness upon receiving a call and hear-
ing my editor say, “Hey Ray, regarding this month’s music col-
umn, do you ever watch that reality show Daisy of Love?” That’s 
like hearing, “Hey Ray, remember when we slept together a few 
months ago, do you ever think about having kids?” 

I knew he was setting me up, and I was already thinking of 
ways to abort his idea before it was birthed. “No actually, I 
thought VH-1 was a rap group.” Fail. “Okay I guess I have, but 
it was while I was in the military and have since forgotten due 
to shell shock.” Bigger fail. “Okay, I admit I’ve watched it and 
yes I will do a review regarding London’s band.” Epic fail. Not 
only did I admit watching reality television to the same person 
who was engaging in mutual mudslinging based on hearsay and 
gossip (“So did you hear that Ray likes to stay up late and watch 
dating shows on the MTV-for-Old-Folks station?”) but, I agreed 
to write a review for a band that is playing a show for one of our 
biggest advertisers. To hell and back, indeed.

After consulting my dictionary of Rock n’ Roll (Google) and 
conducting deep (second-page of results) research, I was intro-
duced to The Party Death, a self-proclaimed rock and punk fusion 
reminiscent of the 80s movement that oriented around big hair, 
big egos and small pants. Before I go any further into reviewing 
the band’s looks instead of their music, let me emphasize that 
in terms of 80s-ness, The Party Death brings to mind images of 
early Guns N’ Roses but not that of Enuff Z Nuff (who, oddly 

enough, still has an up-and-running dot com complete with a fan 
forum—perhaps an expansion on this in next month’s column).

Regardless of attire, it is important to note that Party Death 
is fronted by Joshua Lee aka London from Daisy of Love and 
backed by a group of very talented musicians you’ve never heard 
of, including Jack Nightrain (guitar) and Dave Dynamite (bass). 
Oh, and there’s some guy named Nathanial John on the drums but 
he’s still awaiting a cool name (donations can be sent to www.
myspace.com/thepartydeath).

Greeted by one of the three press blurbs on The Party Death’s 
ReverbNation page citing N.Y. Waste as having said, “these guys 
are prepped to fill the big void G N’ R & Poison left open,” I be-
gan my quest into their land with a biased ear and a closed mind. 
I mean, really, what void was left by the absence of G N’ R and 
Poison other than a decent band for Slash to play with and a lack 
of spandex jeans at second-hand stores? However, I had at this 
point reached the stage of music reviewing that occurs about 90 
percent into the process of Aural critique—I listened to some of 
The Party Death’s music.

Not surprisingly, I was disappointed: the band’s music is pretty 
fucking good. I had really been looking forward to ripping the 
act apart and passing it off as the next Dog Star, but in the case 
of The Party Death, pseudo-celebrity status is simply helping 
to promote an apparently established and non-gimmick based 
group. One who does a damn fine job of living up to their claims. 
Yes, I was reminded instantly of G N’ R Lies within seconds of 
listening to “Mary,” the only non-demo song available for stream 
on the Party Death’s ‘Space page. Yes, I will be seeing the band 
live on Sunday, September 13th at Dante’s Sinferno. Yes, I tried 
really fucking hard to find something bad to say about the band 
and sadly cannot. Everything from crystal-clear production to in-
stantly addictive riffs wakes the 80s up from its glam-punk nap. 
In an age of crap like 3Oh3 and Thirty Seconds to Mars, the in-
dustry can use more bands like The Party Death. It is with great 
embarrassment and utter shame that I conclude with the follow-
ing statement: Hey reader, do you ever watch that show Daisy of 
Love? Well, London’s band kind of kicks ass. Really, no it does.

Steel Panther
About eight years ago, my buddy Dan and I hosted a college 

radio show called The One-Hour Pharmacy. Because we had 
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access to a ridiculous amount of recording equipment and an 
even greater allotment of spare time, we put together a bunch 
of gimmick acts and made up a record label of the same name 
(1HRx Records) to support such non-existent acts as MC:\ (“em-
cee prompt,” our computer rapper) and OBGYN (our KMFDM 
tribute band with hit singles such as “RU486” and “Abort!”). Al-
though the label has since transformed into an ironic and some-
what successful reality, I still hold a soft spot in my heart for the 
dozens of fake bands we had at the time. One of them was going 
to be called Skwyrl, an 80s glam rock throwback with such hits 
as “Fasttrack to the Deathlane” and an album called Recipe for 
Disaster that was to feature songs about nothing except cocaine 
and whiskey. The idea eventually lost itself like a toddler in a 
maze made of candy, but apparently we aren’t the only ones with 
too much spare time and an undying love of the 80s. 

Hailing from YouTube, Steel Panther is the epitome of ev-
erything that I wished Skwyrl would have been, but on a much 
larger scale and with a surprising amount of talent. Dressed like 
“insert pretty much any one-word 80s glam rock band here” and 
sounding exactly like “insert pretty much any one-word 80s glam 
rock band here”, Steel Panther is a dangerously successful com-
bination of Spinal Tap and Borat, a musical parody that delivers 
more of a tribute than a satire. You know how every now and 
then Weird Al delivers the occasional rhyme that dwarfs that of 
the artist he’s parodying, leading one to think that Al would be 
capable of putting together a full album able to compete with 
Eminem and Chamillionaire? Steel Panther does 
this, managing to touch on every crucial element of 
the “bad” glam rock that was tokenized by the Cin-
derellas and Ratts of the 80s while simultaneously 
upstaging their influences-slash-targets musically, 
lyrically and visually. 

Whereas The Party Death manages to draw influ-
ence from decent “glam” acts to put together a tribute 
that would appeal to fans of Velvet Revolver and the 
like, Steel Panther is a bastardization of everything 
infamous associated with the genre from which it 
draws: over-the-top music, pyrotechnic-laced music 
videos (complete with cram-the-band-in-the-cam-
era shots and synchronized headbanging), lyrics 
and visuals laced with (intentionally) bad sexual in-
nuendos that even a retarded fifth grader could pick 
up on, five second guitar solos, exponentially pre-
dictable sing-along choruses that never seem to end 
and, of course, big hair. 

Whereas loosely-organized humor-based acts are 
a dime a dozen (especially in “weird” towns like 
Portland), the members of Steel Panther seem as if 
they took a six-year course on 80s glam rock. The 
degree to which the parody extends beyond mere 
mockery is somewhat amazing, leaving new fans 
such as myself wanting more (instead of just chuck-
ling and changing to the related YouTube suggestion 
of “fat girl falls over while dancing,” I’ve racked up 
no less than an hour of Steel Panther while writing this article). 
Take for instance “Fat Girl (Thar She Blows),” an ode to the easi-
est option available at the hook-up bar and the euphoria associ-
ated with doing a woman of extreme size. From the unnecessar-
ily windswept hair of the lead singer right down to the brackets 
in the tile, “Fat Girl (Thar She Blows)” could blend in between 
“Fuck Like a Beast” and “Unskinny Bop” in any strip club set 
without a wink of the eye from a staff member. Again avoiding 
the predictably sophomoric angles taken by bands such as Lonely 
Island (“On a Boat,” “Lonely Sunday”) and Tenacious D (aka 
“that one band that had the fuck songs around 2004 to 2005”), 
Steel Panther opts for emulation as opposed to parody.

Regarding historical context, one must note that Steel Panther 
owes as much to it’s timing as it does to the band’s skill or the-
atrics. YouTube, with its ability to promote unsigned talent and 
homemade musicians, scores its highest hits with joke songs and 
Rick Astley. Lady Gaga, one of 2009’s most mainstream strip-
mall friendly acts, just admitted to having a penis (no joke). 

Raise the Bridges, a talented and socially conscious rap-funk 
group from Portland, opened for Wombstretcha. In a day where 
subversion is mightier than the sword, talent is underappreciated 
while gimmick triumphs. Steel Panther, we need you now more 
than ever. Save the banner ads and friend requests by visiting 
www.SteelPantherRocks.com.

Although the two bands hail from entirely different corners 
of the 15-foot-tall glam rock stage, both The Party Death and 
Steel Panther converge in one aspect: the unexplainable desire 
for resurrection of the 80s whatever on part of aging rock mu-
sic fans. Whether tribute through resurrection or parody through 
emulation, there exists a certain void that needs to be filled 20 
years after the death of any genre. In rap and hip-hop, it’s the 
basic rhyme stylings and cocaine-laced lyrics of Mickey Avalon 
and Dirt Nasty. With industrial music, it’s the forced noise of 
Combichrist or Syclon:Nine. Even in “progressive” alternative 
bands like the White Stripes (aka The White Strokes) or Beck 
(aka Led Zepplin lite), the 20-years-ago-I’d-be-awesome factor 
has a large influence in the recording process. Now, more than 
ever (thanks to an oversaturation of nearly every goddamn idea 
on the planet because of home recording software, Myspace and 
open mic nights in Lake Oswego), regurgitation, resurrection and 
parody are not only appreciated by the masses but desired on an 
almost extreme level.

These are the type of guys who 
will know every movie Sasha Grey has been in, what sequence 
the films were released (by exact date) and names of all the guys 
she’s fucked—probably better than she does. Though their dedica-
tion maybe a bit offsetting, some may spend a few hundred dollars 
every few days on DVDs, which is good for business. Hey, we all 
have our vices.     
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Portland’s first Erotic Arts Festival took place August 6th through 9th at the Jupiter Hotel on East Burnside. The art 
exhibit was held at the Forkflag Gallery in Old Town during first Thursday. I was lucky enough to bartend at the EROS 
Fest the entire weekend, seeing and living the sexually awakening experience. Here in the Rose City, we are all very 
accustomed to exotic dancers, porn addicts, BDSM fans and Tantric practitioners. We finally invited them all to unite as 
one for a weekend of art, education, performances and fun. 

The Forkflag Gallery, located at 322 Northwest Sixth Avenue, was full of sexy sculptures, erotic photos, lusty 
paintings and more. The juried exhibit displayed 116 pieces from around the Northwest and beyond. The sculptures 
of two women intertwined clam to clam caught my attention. Every detail from the labia to the look in their eyes was 
simply sexy. A sign posted next to the art read “Please don’t fondle the girls”—how cute and clever—I took the sign and 
put it on my chest.

Miss Love, Q: What was your mission and vision for EROS Fest?

Gabriella Cordova, A: To create a more sex-positive world and to help 
bring about more consciousness through accepting parts of ourselves 
and embracing our sexualities. Also, to have a more beautiful world, 
where art is integrated into our existence and to create a venture that 
will continue to expand, grow and be successful here in Portland.

Q: Why do you think Portland has such a huge industry for the un-
derground sex workers, including strip clubs, porn shops, dungeons, 
BDSM, prostitution, jack shacks, Tantric practitioners and gigolos?

A: Oregon is a pioneering state. People moved here because they 
wanted freedom, expansiveness and new territories to grow. Port-
land is the epicenter of these ideas. People here feel entitled to their 
freedom and guard it very zealously. It’s interesting that it took Port-
land so long to start an event like this.

Q: How can we change negative stereotypes about people who work 
in this industry?

A: Everyone has sexual needs and wants. We need to praise the peo-
ple doing their work for embracing those qualities. If people stifle 
those natural erotic feelings they come out in negative ways, like 
violence and abuse towards others. When we take the edge off sexu-
ality, eroticism and nudity and we don’t make it something people 
are ashamed of anymore, then it’s not going to be looked at as bad, 
private, wrong or dark.

Q: Have you ever taught workshops in this area before?

A: Yes I have, in fact, I have taught people how to connect in non-
sexual ways as much as sex-
ual ways. A lot of times sex is 
sought out because we are not 
finding ways to validate and 
recognize each other through 
the senses and we resort to 
fucking and blowjobs. As a 
Tantric myself, I’m not having 
sex all the time. I’m teaching 
that breathing, holding some-
one, touch, eye gazing or just a 
hug can be fulfilling. I also like 
to teach people how to really 
have pleasure and recognize 
their right to pleasure. When we 
receive pleasure on a physical 
level, our bodies actually change their composition and we become 
much more mellow and happy. It’s vital to our health. One reason I 
do my work as a Tantric practitioner with individuals and couples is 
because a lot of people are sexually and relationally disenfranchised. 
I work to help teach all people on all levels.

Q: How many guys did you have to blow to get to this position? 
Joking, but serious, I need to know if I’m banging the wrong guys 
in town.

A: I actually never have sex with associates; it’s a bad idea.

Dually noted Gabriella, dually noted. I am banging the wrong 
guys in town, because if you really want something from them, you 
don’t fuck them. I finally get it now. Thank you, Gabriella Cordova, 
for saving me from my own vagina. Someday I will thank you prop-
erly.
