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Everyone loves a good, solid mystery, 
from cruel murders by unidenti�ed 
hands to “who built this big, ancient 
stone thing?” People are compelled 
by the unexplained, lured by the 
cryptic, and spellbound by the un-
known. It is in our very nature to seek 
answers, and we, as a species, are 
notorious for it. Our intellectual cu-
riosity is the reason why we are not 
living in mud huts by a river some-
where and instead have common-
place technologies, which would 
seem utterly alien and magical to 
people alive even a hundred years 
ago. However, for all the modern 
world’s answers and explanations, 
there will always be some things that 
remain unknown and possibly even 
unknowable. I’m gonna pretend I’m 
Robert Stack and take you all through 
a shortlist of good unsolved myster-
ies, avoiding a few notables like the 
Zodiac Killer, JonBenet Ramsay, the 
Mickey Mouse penis debacle… really 
anything that’s had an issue of Time 
Magazine devoted to it.

Toynbee Tiles

Beginning in the late 1980s, odd tile 

mosaics have occasionally shown 
up embedded in the pavement of 
streets in many major cities across 
the nation. Each of these tiles makes 

a cryptic reference to the works of 
historian Arnold Toynbee, the �lm

So, suffice it to say, keeping these be-
ings happy and in good health during the 
summer season will not only make them 
grateful but will make your time with 
them less dreary and painful.

I’ve learned late in life that these 
things, if performed correctly and with-
out judgment, will make a goth person’s 
no-good-very-bad-too-hot-I’m sweaty-and 
dying-please save me-I just want to jump 
into the river-summer, into not such a bad 
experience. Which is about the best you 
can ask for, so be OK with that.

Hannah One-Cup lives in a secret cave that 
the hotdog-cooking heat can’t �nd her, 
wishes she hadn’t jumped o� that bridge 
and made people believe she was lost for 
good. She also wishes that she could leave 
the cave. But, it’s too hot outside. She can 
be found on Facebook by her name—or in 
the cave. If you �nd her, bring water, snacks, 
and an air-conditioned car.
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Soul was a bad girl. At times, a terrible 
woman. Deep down, she yearned to be 
punished for the su�ering she caused 
herself and others. Especially Heart. Or 
maybe she just wanted to be held. Ac-
countable. 

“Don’t be so hard on yourself,” Heart said 
to Soul on his bed.
