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A little sequel of sorts to last month’s en-
try, I figured I’d continue this thread for 
any poor, young, stupid musicians look-
ing to the local titty mag for career ad-
vice. I did not title this one “The Dos and 
Don’ts of DIY Recording” since, ultimately, 
my advice would be no one cares. Do it. 
Don’t do it. Everyone has a laptop and an 
XLR/quarter-inch-to-USB adapter. To say 
the market is saturated is the understate-
ment of the millennium. As a staunch left-
ist, I am happy as a sandy clam that the 
means of music production are so widely 
available that any idiot who went through 
a breakup can put their feelings to digi-
tal tape, accompanied by some canned 
synth sounds and a shitty 808 port. Truly. 
But on the real, it is good that home re-
cording is massively accessible, so you 
can do the demo part of recording free of 
charge. It’s crazy hearing about bands as 
late as the early 2000s having to go into 
a studio and pay to cut a simple demo to 
shop around to record labels, who would 
then ignore them. What’s more, they usu-
ally paid quite a bit for something we can 
all now do on GarageBand. There’s no 
sage-like advice to offer on this end of 
your musical journey other than just to 
do it since it’ll cost you nothing. I assume 
most software these days can be pirated, 
and I know you don’t have a job. I guess 
do record every idea you have and don’t 
show it to anyone.

This self-help article is for when you get 
the money together and go into like an 
actual studio with soundproofed vocal 
booths, a giant ole board with faders and 
cocaine residue, and one of those win-
dows where you can see the engineer 
ignoring your pleas for more mix in the 
headphones. 

DO it. I know you think you’re the next 
Tame Impala or Billie Eilish—cough—
Finneas, and you’ve spent years acquir-
ing expensive microphones and placing 
them in certain corners of your bedroom 
for the perfect sound—but seriously, at 
a certain point, you do have to leave the 

nest...at least for the experience. Even 
if your schtick is gonna be bedroom 
pop homegrown aesthetic, I can’t stress 
enough how important it is to just see 
the professionals in action. Do you think 
you’re the �rst person to come up with 
wonky mic placements? Learn the rules 
before you break ‘em. It’s cheaper than 
going to school for a useless degree in 
music production.

DON’T be late. Good God, if ever you 
�nally understood the phrase “time is 
money,” it’s in a professional studio. Nev-
er will you see that clock move so fast. I 
wouldn’t just recommend being early, 
but honestly, see if you can �nagle the 
studio into letting you bring your stu� in 
the night before. This is honestly a big ask, 
and most of the more legit spaces aren’t 
gonna just let you have free time, but if 
you can convince them to get in there the 
night before, you will save so much time 
just literally moving the cymbal stands 
around. You will not believe how much 
time you eat up with seemingly simple 
stu� like tuning a snare.

DO practice. I feel like such a boomer say-
ing this, but when you’re paying for studio 
time, de�nitely go in knowing your parts 
like the back of your hand. Again, this re-
lates to time-saving. Each take is just eat-
ing up more and more time, and honestly, 
you’ll start burning yourself out and make 
more mistakes the more takes you go. You 
start second-guessing yourself and fum-
bling in the endzone. Obviously, there’s 
studio magic to help airbrush this out or 
combine two shit takes to make a decent 
take, but do yourself and the engineer a 

favor and come in prepared. This advice 
only applies when you’re young and poor 
and starting o� on a budget. Obviously, 
the ideal studio environment is where 
you can waste all the time you want chas-
ing butter�ies on acid late into the night 
or sweating through hours-long jams 
while doing line after line. This is where 
the good stu� gets laid to tape, but you 
don’t have the clout or money yet. 

DON’T expect this to boost your career 
in any way, shape, or form. I haven’t con-
�rmed it yet, but I heard a few rumors 
that Lorde was discovered through some 
home demos she put on Reddit. Justin 
Bieber being discovered through You-
Tube accidentally is a well-documented 
story. I do know Lady Gaga’s dad paid her 
rent in New York for a year while she was 
trying to “make it,” and that making it in-
volved someone overhearing her singing 
in the hallway or some other such made-
up nonsense. The truth is, thanks to the 
democratization of recording technology, 
you don’t have to spend an arm and a leg 
to put your songs to tape so someone can 
hear them. As for what makes music mar-
ketable, I haven’t a clue. If I did, I would be 
giving you bad advice in a local nudie rag. 
That’s not why you go into a bona�de, 
real-deal studio. You do it to take notes, 
get ideas, and see how it’s done. They’re 
expensive as all hell, but they’re cool. And 
if you do fancy yourself the next Su�an 
Stevens, it wouldn’t hurt to see how the 
pros do it. See a space dedicated to it. 
The bedroom isn’t going anywhere. It’ll 
always be there for you.
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Just like any other business, we have a 
store phone. You can imagine the amount 
of prank phone calls we get. Generally, 
there are two most common types of un-
wanted phone calls we encounter. The 
�rst one is the typical juvenile thinking it’s 
just so damn funny and original to call and 
ask us basic questions such as “How big is 
your biggest dildo?” or “Do you have porn 
stu�?” in between giggles. Usually, I don’t 
even engage in it and just hang up. And 
more often than not, these pranksters fail 
to remember the magical concept of call-
er ID. This enables us to block most prank 
numbers or the occasional harassing call 
we might get. We all remember the *69 
days.  

The second type of call that is most com-
mon among adult stores is the perverts.

The store I called, I used to work at, so 
the store manager is actually a very good 
friend of mine. She picked up the phone, 
and I explained the call I had just received, 
and as I promised, asked her to accept 
the phone call from prison. We had a 
good chuckle over the situation, said our 
goodbyes, and that was the end to what 
I thought was one of the weirdest phone 
calls I’d ever received. 

A little bit later that very same day, I got 
another phone call from the same prison. 
I accepted the call, and the same guy was 
on the other line. This time, he introduced 
himself to me as Jacob. Jacob told me he 
didn’t have a lot of luck with the other 
store, but he has another question for me. 
I asked him to go ahead. 

He asks me, “How big is the biggest butt 
plug that you have in stock?” 

I tell him about the famed “Brutalizer,” 
which is 15 inches long, almost 4 inches 
wide, and declared as “7 lbs. of meat,” on 
its aggressive and intimidating box. Un-
impressed, he asks what other sizes I carry 
and if I have any in�atable ones in a simi-
lar size.

Again, not an unusual question, but I put a little less e�ort 
into my answer this time and told him no. I didn’t have the 
energy for another lengthy conversation about latex, butt 
plugs, and diapers today.

I tell him again, “No.” My patience is wearing thin at this 
point. I have actual customers on the sales �oor that I need 
to assist. He seemed to note the abrupt change of tone in 
my voice, thanked me for my time, and hung up. 

Later on that day, the phone rings. It’s...you guessed it...Ja-
cob again! However, at this point, I was so depleted and far 
too busy to get invested in another conversation over the 
phone that I just let it ring and go to voicemail. He didn’t 
(or couldn’t) leave a voicemail and has since not tried to 
call again. 

That was one of the more di�erent phone calls I’ve had. An 
experience that de�nitely left me with some unanswered 
questions, but somehow I feel like I haven’t heard the last 
from Jacob.

reach our friends at any time of day 
or night (well…not me. I hate talking 
on the phone, and I have a bad habit 
of ignoring text messages until it’s a 
better time to answer, then forget-
ting all about it, but I digress.). On the 
other hand, our phones have become 
a Pavlovian nightmare of never-end-
ing noti�cations that draw us in at all 
times and keep our eyes glued to that 
little screen. We take photos of every-

thing we do, even though most of us 
never look at those photos ever again. 
Please work with me on this. Have 
some awareness when bringing your 
phone to the club.

The message you’re sending a dancer 
when you try to play the Rumpel-
stiltskin game—intended or not—is 
that her safety means nothing to you. 
I, myself, try as hard as possible to learn 
as few dancers’ real names as I can. 
When I do learn them—even when 
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we’re friends outside of work—I still 
call that dancer by their stage name, 
lest I accidentally let their real name 
slip at the club. It’s that important. On 
that note, another speci�c problem 
I repeatedly see is when a dancer’s 
friends come to see her at work. They 
all know that dancer by her real name, 
and that’s the name they use when 
they tell me who they’re there to see. 
If you’re friends with a dancer, it’s �ne 
to go see her at work, but if you re-
ally are her friend, please remember 
to call her by her stage name at the 
club. You’d feel terrible if something 
happened to your friend because a 
stalker overheard you utter her name 
and used that information to �gure 
out where she lives.

Stay O� of the Fucking Pole

Ladies. If you’re at a strip club and 
you just HAVE to get on one of the 
poles, �nd out when you can come 
in to audition. That’s it. That’s the 
only way you should be on the pole 
at a club where you don’t work. Other 
than that, knock it the fuck o� with 
your little attention-seeking ass.

and the club to all run afoul of those 
laws, endangering the livelihoods of 
everyone working there. Now, there 
are some fantastic sex workers here in 
Oregon who are pushing for decrimi-
nalization—some of whom I count 
among my friends, and I fully support 
their e�orts. Hopefully, their e�orts 
will clear a path for the things you’re 
trying to do, but the strip club isn’t 
the appropriate setting for it. Come 
buy a lap dance; just don’t go getting 
it fucked up. It’s a lap dance, nothing 
more, and if you try for more, you’ll be 
leaving without �nishing the dance or 
receiving a refund.

Haggling

If I tell you at the door that the cover 
charge is five dollars or ten dollars 

or whatever we happen to be charg-
ing at the moment, then that’s what 
you’re going to pay to get in. I hear 
a lot of “but I’m going to come in 
and spend money,” or “I’m just going 
to have a drink,” or “I’m just going to 
gamble.” Yeah, the people inside are 
doing those things too, and guess 
what? They paid cover. If you think 
you shouldn’t have to pay cover or pay 
less, you’re welcome to stroll through 
the neighborhood and �nd a bar or 
club that isn’t charging to get in. Later, 
when you realize you’re going to pay 
to get in anywhere, come back and 
see me. I’ll be charging you �ve bucks 
more than what I quoted you earlier, 
simply because it’s super annoying 
that you tried to haggle with me on 
the cover charge. Chances are, if you 
can’t a�ord to pay cover, you de�-
nitely can’t a�ord to buy drinks or tip 
my dancers, so why do I want you as 
a customer? The same goes for hag-
gling with the dancers over lap dance 
pricing and with the bartender over 
the cost of your drinks. Stop being a 
cheapskate.

Okay, I’ve spoken my piece. It’s up to 
you what you do with the advice I’ve 
given on these pages. Take it, and 
we’ll all have a good night. Ignore it, 
and I’ll make sure your trip to the club 
fucking sucks. The choice is yours!

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We’ve all gotten sick at least once in our 
lives. If you haven’t, you’re probably some 
kind of mutant and should be studied. 
From tiny colds to horrible cancers, there’s 
a galaxy of illnesses out there, and truth 
be told (no matter what they say about 
colds and �u building up your immune 
system), we don’t want anything to do 
with them—no matter how insigni�cant. 
That said, there’s something fascinating 
about disease and its nature. The most 
compelling, however, are the utterly 
strange diseases—the ones that turn 
people into zombies or make your dick 
explode, things like that. I’ve done a little 
research to �nd some of the most-odd-
yet-captivating conditions which can be 
visited upon the human body.

Listed in no particular order.

Persistent Genital Arousal Syndrome

This condition, known as PGAS for short, 
is a condition wherein the a�icted per-
son is always at the brink of orgasm. 
Talk about edging. Yes, they can actually 

have an orgasm, but the “persistent” part 
means it comes back only an hour or so 
later.

It is a 
condition in which the body is covered 
in thick “plates” made of keratin, which 
are separated by cracks in the skin, so es-
sentially a giant suit of �ngernail armor. 
They also sometimes have inverted eye-
lids. Damn. It is called ichthyosis because

Typically, this disorder 
is treated with a dump truck of drugs and 
an Olympic swimming pool full of thera-
py.

Alice In Wonderland Syndrome

Alice in Wonderland Syndrome is a neuro-
logical condition where the brain tells the 
body all the wrong things. It comes with 
severe migraines, and those who su�er 
from it report seeing their hands or feet 
appearing huge or tiny—or that they feel 
very tall or like they’ve shrank, thus the 
Alice in Wonderland title.

That said, if 
you DO get any of these, I hope you have 
good insurance.
